KEN SKRABANEK PRESENTED THE ATTACHED FINANCIAL STATEMENTS FOR THE YEARS ENDED 
SEPTEMBER 30, 2016 AND 2015

KEN BASICALLY REPORTED THAT THE CITY FINANCIALS ARE IN EXCELLENT CONDITIONS IT 
APPEARS ALL BILLS HAVE BEEN PAID ON TIME WITH A FEW YEAR END BILLS LEFT WHICH IS 
NORMAL. HE ALSO INFORMED THE GROUP THAT THE LAST TWO YEARS THE CITY HAS BEEN 
PREPARING VERY MODEST BUDGET PLANS. AS OF THE LAST TWO YEARS FOR EXAMPLE THIS LAST 
YEAR THERE WAS A BUDGET OF $5,657.00 REVENUES AFTER EXPENDITURES WHEN THERE WAS 
ACTUALLY $40,000.00 THE SAME WAS FOR THE PREVIOUS YEAR. THIS WILL BE CONSIDERED WHEN 
PREPARING THE NEXT BUDGET. THE BUDGET SHORTFALL WAS THE UTILITIES WERE UNDER 
BUDGET BY $$7,238.00 AND A LITTLE UNDER BUDGET FOR CONTRACT LABOR, AND CIVIC 
ACTIVITIES WERE A LITTLE OVER BUDGET. WITH THAT SAID THE CITY HAD A VERY GOOD YEAR 
AND NEED TO LOOK AT THE ABOVE ITEMS DURING THE NEXT BUDGET PREPARATION


ALSO, KEN REMINDED THE GROUP THAT THE FDIC ONLY INSURES UP TO $250, 00 AND THE CITY HAS 
AROUND $424,303.0. KEN SUGGESTED TO THE GROUP THEY GET WITH BARBERS HILL BANK TO 
MAKE SURE THEY HAVE MADE ARRANGEMENTS TO INSURE THE OTHER $250,000.00.
