ORDINANCE NO. 2020-001
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF OLD RIVER-WINFREE, TEXAS, ADOPTING THE CITY PERMIT FEE SCHEDULE AS SET FORTH IN EXHIBIT “A” HERETO SETTING FORTH FEES FOR BUILDING AND OTHER PERMITS AND SERVICES PROVIDED BY THE CITY; PROVIDING FOR THE INCORPORATION OF PREMISES; PROVIDING FOR A CUMULATIVE REPEALER CLAUSE; PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE

WHEREAS, The City of Old River-Winfree, Texas a general law municipality located in Chambers and Liberty County, Texas and

Whereas, the City is authorized to adopt regulations governing the development of land within the City and its extraterritorial jurisdiction in the interest of the public health, safety and welfare of its citizens; and


Whereas, Governor Abbott signed HB 852 on May 21, 2019 enacting Section 214.907 of the Texas Local Government Code which prohibits municipalities from using valuation or cost of improvements as a basis to determine permitting fees for residential dwellings; and

Whereas, the City Council has reviewed the City’s permitting fees and has determined that changes are necessary to comply with Section 214.907, and that the proposed changes to the fee schedule set forth in Exhibit “”A” to this Ordinance represent fees that are revenue neutral and fairly compensate the City for costs incurred for the services provided relative to fees for permitting in inspection of residential dwellings as well as for other services provided by the City; and 

WHEREAS, upon review and consideration of the foregoing factors, the City Council has determined the Fee Schedule should be as set forth below; the deadline has now passed for declaring write-in candidacy in such election; and


 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLD RIVER-WINFREE, TEXAS:


SECTION 1.
INCORPORATION OF PREMISES.  The above and foregoing recitals are found to be true and correct and are incorporated into the body of this Ordinance for all purposes.


SECTION 2.
REPEAL/ADOPTION.  This Ordinance 2020-001 adopting the City of Old River-Winfree Fee Schedule as set forth in Exhibit A a copy of which is attached hereto and incorporated herein, is hereby adopted in its entirety.


SECTION 3. CUMULATIVE  REPEALER. This Ordinance shall be cumulative of all other ordinances and shall not repeal of any of the provisions of such ordinances except for those instances where there are direct conflicts with the provisions of this Ordinance. Ordinance, or parts thereof, in forces at the time this Ordinance shall take effect and that inconsistent with this Ordinance. Provided however, that any complaint, action, claim or lawsuit which has been initiated or has arisen under or pursuant to such other Ordinances on this date of adoption of this Ordinance shall continue to be governed by the provisions of such ordinance and for that purpose that ordinance shall remain in full force and effect

SECTION 4. SAVINGS
All rights and remedies of the City of Old River-Winfree, Texas are expressly saved as to any and all violations of the provisions of any other ordinance affecting zoning which have secured at the time of the effective date of this ordinance; and, as to such accrued violations and all pending litigation, both civil and criminal, whether pending in court or not, under such ordinance same shall not be affected by this ordinance but may be prosecuted until final disposition by the court.


SECTION 5. SEVERABILITY. 
 The provisions of the ordinance are severable. However, in the event this ordinance or any procedure provided in this ordinance becomes unlawful, or is declared or determined by a judicial, administrative or legislative authority exercising its jurisdiction to be excessive, unenforceable, void, illegal or otherwise inapplicable, in while in part, the remaining and lawful provisions shall be full of full force and effect and the City shall promptly promulgate new revised provisions in compliance with the authority’s decisions or enactment.


SECTION 6. EFFECTIVE DATE. 
This Ordinance shall take effect upon its passage and publication as required by law.
