ORDINANCE NO. 2008-002
AN ORDINANCE PROHIBITING THE IDSCHARGE OF FIREARMS AND OTHER DEVICES PROHIBITED.  NO PERSON SHALL DISCHARGE ANY FIREARM, RIFLE, SHOTGUN, AUTOMATIC RIFLE, REVOLVER, PISTOL, OR OTHER WEAPON DESIGNED FOR THE PURPOSE OF FIRING OR DISCHARGING A SHELL OR CARTRIDGE WITHIN THE CITY LIMITS OF THE CITY OF OLD RIVER-WINFREE, TEXAS; PROVIDING FOR PENALTIES, EXCEPTIONS, PUBLICATION AND EFFECTIVE DATE AND SAVINGS CLAUSE.

BE IT ORDANIED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF OLD RIVER-WINFREE, TEXAS:
SECTION 1.  Definitions:  Firearm means any device designated made or adapted to expel a projectile through a barrel by using energy generated by an explosion or burning substance or any device readily convertible to that use.

SECTION 2.  It shall be unlawful for any person to discharge a firearm as defined in this ordinance including but not limited to a rifle, pistol, shotgun, revolver or other device designed for the purpose of firing or discharging a shell or cartridge within the city limits of Old River-Winfree, Texas.

SECTION 3.  Savings Clause:  If any provision, section, exception, subsection, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase of this ordinance or the application of same to any person or the set of circumstances, shall for any for any reason be held unconstitutional, void or invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the validity of the remaining provisions of this ordinance or their application to other persons or sets of circumstances and to this end all provisions of this ordinance are declared to be sever able.

SECTION 4.  Exceptions:  This ordinance does not apply to a peace officer or a commissioned  security officer hired by or under contract with the cit and acting within the scope of that employment, or to a peace officer of another governmental unit lawfully acting within the scope of that peace officers duties.

SECTION 5.  PENALTIES:  Any person found guilty  under any provision of this ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor subject to a fine not to exceed One Thousand dollars ($1,000.00) or not less than One Hundred dollars ($100.00).
SECTION 6.  Force and Effect:  This ordinance shall take effect from and after ten (10) days from its passage by the city council.  The city secretary is hereby directed to give notice hereof by causing the caption of this ordinance to be published in the official newspaper of the city of Old River-Winfree, Texas at least twice within ten (10) days after passage of this ordinance.
